a. Students must be graduating from high school in Spring 2026 and planning
to attend a post-secondary institution, full-time, for the 2026 - 2027 academic
year or currently enrolled in a post-secondary institution, full-time, and
planning to return for the 2026-2027 academic year.

b. Applicants must submit a complete application for each scholarship for which
they wish to be considered. A complete application includes the appropriate
scholarship application form, family demographics, academic achievements,
extracurricular activities, and a personal statement.

Please note that each scholarship is intended to recognize student
accomplishments in different ways. Therefore, if a student wishes to be
considered for multiple scholarships, a separate and complete application
must be submitted for each one. Each submission should be clearly marked
with the name of the scholarship for which the student is applying.

c. Students must provide verification of acceptance at the post-secondary
institution they plan to attend.

d. Students must submit one (1) letter of recommendation. (The
recommendation may not come from a relative.)

e. Students may be asked to participate in a personal interview.

Prior recipients of these scholarships are welcome to apply. Scholarship will be awarded at
the Boys & Girls Club of Greater Waterbury’s Annual Rising Star Awards & Scholarship
Dinner.
